Impact of Budget Cuts

In spite of the significant state budget cuts of $9 million for our college over

the last two years, we are able to continue with strong program offerings and
supports services through sound fiscal management. However, reductions of this
magnitude do have an impact in terms of the total number of course sections
offered for Fall 2010. We encourage all students to register early and contact
Student Services for counseling, as needed.

Changing Landscape of Campus

The landscape of the college is being significant changed by major construction
improvements made possible by Measure V, a local bond passed in June 2008.
You are now walking between East Campus and West Campus on a recently
remodeled bridge and can enjoy spectacular views of the ocean from the top of La Playa Stadium from the newly
built Luria Conference and Press Center. Work on the remodeling of the Drama/Music Complex and the Garvin
Theatre on West Campus is fully under way. There are many more improvement projects to come in the year ahead.

Awards

Our excellent college continues to be recognized state-wide with significant awards. SBCC’s Partnership for Student
Success was named a winner of the Academic Senate for California Community Colleges Exemplary Program
Award. This year’s topic was “Creating a Bridge to Transfer and Career.” Dr. Nick Arnold, Professor of Physics and
Engineering, was honored with the 2009-2010 Stanback-Stroud Diversity Award, sponsored by the Academic Senate
for California Community Colleges and the Foundation for California Community Colleges. The Stanback-Stroud
Diversity Award honors a faculty member who advances intercultural harmony, equity and campus diversity by
making exceptional contributions to the college.

Accreditation

Santa Barbara City College successfully received a new six-year re-affirmation of accreditation by the Accrediting
Commission for Community and Junior Colleges, a branch of the Western Association of Schools and Colleges, in
February 2010. We received a site visit from an 11-member accreditation team during October 19 — 22, 2009 which
earned the college a very positive evaluation report and nine commendations. The re-affirmation of our accreditation
confirms the college’s ability to provide high quality education and services in a fiscally responsible manner, ensures
that SBCC-awarded degrees and certificates are recognized, allows our qualified students to receive federal financial
aid, and makes our college eligible for other federal funding and grants.

All Santa Barbara City College stu-
dent records are kept in accordance
with the provisions of the Family
Educational Rights and Privacy Act of
1974 and Title 5 Regulations, State of
California, adopted in 1976. A copy
of SBCCs institutional policy com-
plying with this Act may be obtained
from the office of the Director,
Admissions & Records (SS-110).

Students may request access to those
campus records which personally
identify the student and the student
may challenge the accuracy of the
record or the appropriateness of its
retention in the campus records.
Student consent is not needed for the
release of records covered by the Act
to outside parties (e.g., campus offi-
cials, other schools, federal education-
al and auditing officers, and requests
in connection with the application
for, or receipt of, financial aid).

SANTA BARBARA CITY COLLEGE
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CALIFORNIA NONRESIDENT TUITION EXEMPTION

For Eligible California High School Graduates (The law passed by the Legislature in 2001 as AB540)
General Information

Any student other than a nonimmigrant alien who meets all of the following requirements shall be exempt from paying
nonresident tuition at the California Community Colleges, the California State University and the University of California
(all public colleges and universities in California).

* Requirements:
¢ The student must have attended a high school (public or private) in California for three or more years.

¢ The student must have graduated from a California high school or attained the equivalent prior to the start of the term
(for example, passing the GED or California High School Proficiency Exam).

* An alien student who is without lawful immigration status must file an affidavit with the college or university stating that he or
she has filed an application to legalize his or her immigration status, or will file an application as soon as he or she is eligible
to do so.

¢ Students who are nonimmigrants [for example, those who hold F (student) visas, B (visitor) visas, etc.] are not eligible for this
exemption.

¢ The student must file an exemption request, including a signed affidavit, with the college that indicates the student has met all
applicable conditions described above. Student information obtained in this process is strictly confidential unless disclosure is required
under law.

¢ Students eligible for this exemption who are transferring to another California public college or university must submit a new request
(and documentation, if required) to each college under consideration.

¢ Nonresident students meeting the criteria will be exempted from the payment of nonresident tuition, but they will #oz be classified as
California residents. They continue to be “nonresidents.”

* AB540 does not provide student financial aid eligibility for undocumented alien students. These students remain ineligible for state and

federal financial aid.

Procedures for Requesting this Exemption from Nonresident Tuition

California Community Colleges: Complete the form on the next page. Submit it to the Admissions Office at the community college
where you are enrolled or intend to enroll. You may be required to submit additional documentation. Call the college Admissions
Office if you have questions.

University of California:
The University of California (UC) system has its own nonresident tuition exemption application and affidavit form, but it will accept
the exemption request form used by the California Community Colleges and the California State University. Your campus has
established deadlines for submission of exemption requests; however, requests are not to be submitted until you have been admitted to a
UC campus. Some students, such as transfer, graduate and professional students, also must submit their official high school transcripts;
check with your campus for specific instructions. Once you are determined to be eligible for the exemption, you will continue to receive
it as long as you fulfill the eligibility requirements or until the University no longer offers this exemption. The exemption covers the
Nonresident Tuition Fee and the Educational Fee differential charged to nonresident students. Applying for the exemption does not
alter your responsibility to pay by the campus deadline any nonresident tuition and associated fees that may be due before your
eligibility is determined.
